Step 1: Choosing a topic

· No more than 200 words.

· Include your references (at least 5, no more than 40% over 5 years old).

· Email me: (no later than 11/6 at noon)
Step 3: Write the paper

· Pay attention to grammar and spelling.

· It must be 6 to 10 pages in length.

· There must be at least 5 different paper references (70 references are not unusual for a conference paper).

· No more than 40% of references over 5 years old.

Step 4: Present your paper
· Create a powerpoint presentation.

· Make sure to check that your presentation works in Delta 241.

· You have a total of 45 minutes.

· Rehearse your presentation.
